The first Floating Bed and Breakfast was
introduced in Seattle Washington.

Floating Bed and Breakfasts are made in the houseboats or boats and they give extreme entertainment to the guests. Although Bed and Breakfasts
are available all over the world but their services can vary on the basis of the national differences.

Similarly the rules and regulations of Bed and Breakfast also vary in each national jurisdiction. The primary requirement in all Bed and Breakfasts is
the safety. According to regulations, Bed and Breakfasts should have proper rooms, bathrooms, proper fire escape plan in space and smoking
detectors in all of the rooms.
